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Abstract:

The date of the 9th of July 2011 is considered an important event for Africa and the world,
with the birth of a young state whose sons made tremendous sacrifices in order to achieve the
dream of secession, but the dream of forming a state was not in line with the aspirations of the
people of the South, so the state of South Sudan found itself in front of historical deposits that
produced a different reality that disrupted the development wheel In the young state.

The study found that the vulnerability experienced by the State of South Sudan was due to
