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Abstract:

This study aims to clarify the exceptions to the rule of certainty that
does not go away with doubt which is: to conclude the judgment of a rule
or an issue that it’s being thought that it’s included in the judgment of a
previous rule. and to assure that the exceptions have many different types;
some where it’s agreed that its exceptions and some are not yet agreed
about being exceptions or not. Also the exception to the "certainty rule
does not go away with doubt"may be an issue and may be a rule. It also
turns out that one of the reasons for the exception is the Quran and Hadith,
Ijma' (consensus), Qiyas (analogical reasoning), necessity and conflicting
jurisprudence.

We found that the exception had a significant impact on the
jurisprudence in terms of its comprehensiveness and authority, and that the
jurisprudential developments could only be studied by knowing the science
of the exception from the jurisprudential rules and its controls.

At the conclusion of the research, the results of the study were
presented, the most important of which is that the exceptions mentioned on
the "rule of certainty are not removed by doubt" do not affect the whole of
the rule and its authenticity, because all the exceptions mentioned on it
came out either by text or other origin.
