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Summary :

The problem of the absence of political administration to activate the
relationship of the administration with the citizen and to strengthen his rights and
support them in confronting them due to the weakness of the legal mechanisms
regulating them, made it a weak structure in view of what is expected of it
compared to the experiences of foreign countries. The absence of legal texts that
reflect the developments of the relationship and the new trends that have become
an inevitable way in light of the new concept of management that is distinct from
the concept of traditional management, formed another bump that reinforced the
weakness of legal guarantees in dealing with management.

Despite the achievements made, the results remained insufficient, due to the
citizen’s continuous complaints and criticism of most of the administrative efforts.
The process of simplifying administrative procedures and formalities still faces
some field obstacles that can create difficulties, on top of which is consulting the
citizen as the first and last concerned with administrative transactions. As for the
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modernization of the administration by means of information and communication
technology and the provision of services via the Internet, it is still incomplete due
to the absence of plans and goals to implement them on the ground. The Algerian
legislator authorized the imposition of a threatening fine against the administration
that refrained from implementing the judicial rulings issued against it, by codifying
it in the administrative article, as it is a legal opportunity to recognize the
administrative judge with the authority to direct orders, so that the invocation of
the prohibition imposed on him does not remain in place, which was wasted. In
addition, the administration knew Algeria to create the personal responsibility of
the employee who stands as an obstacle to the implementation of judicial rulings
issued in the face of the administration, away from disciplinary penalties that
usually do not amount to coercion and pressure on him, which led to the
implementation process regressing from the position I want to occupy, whether as
a result of means The lost implementation, at a time when the systems of other
countries were strengthened within the legal framework of implementation, as the
mediator of the Republic and others.
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
