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Summary :

Through our study of the issue of judicial protection of the delinquent child in the Child Law
12-15, we conclude the following:

- The Algerian legislator did not aim to punish juveniles for the crimes they committed, but
rather to evaluate their behavior with the intention of reintegrating them into society, by
setting up several mechanisms, including the system of controlled freedom.

- In the preliminary investigation stage, we find that the Algerian legislator reduced the
period of temporary detention to two months for children

As for the trial stage, in which the fate of the child is decided, the juvenile judge’s role is not
limited to applying the law, but rather protecting the child more than his punishment. Even the
legislator included special procedures for the conduct of the trial session
However, the application of these legal mechanisms at the scientific level is subject to -
difficulties, and to overcome them is the need to establish a reception center for delinquent
